SCHOOL INFORMATION

YASHODHAM HIGH SCHOOL & JR.COLLEGE was founded on
15.06.1987. At present Yashodham English Medium has Primary
classes (Std.l to Std.lV), Secondary classes (Std.V to Std.X) and
Higher Secondary classes (Std. Xl & Std. Xll). The School is
permanently unaided.

The School prepares students for the Secondary School Certificate
Examination (S.S.C.E.) and Higher Secondary Certificate
Examination (H.S.C.E.) conducted by the Maharashtra State Board
of Secondary and Higher Secondary Education.

The academic year of the School begins in June.

The School has a well-equipped Library, Science Laboratories,
Computer Laboratories and Audio Visual Room with latest equipments
and offers Computer Education for both Primary and Secondary
Sections.

Languages offered will be in accordance with the recommendations
of Maharashtra State Board. Learning Marathi language is
compulsory.

ADMISSIONS / WITHDRAWALS

Parents seeking admission for their ward in Std. | will have to produce any
one of the following documents to confirm the date of birth.

a. Birth certificate given by hospital / municipality.
b. School leaving certificate from the Pre Primary school.
C. Affidavit filed by the parent.

For seeking admission the parent / guardian will have to fill the admission
form online and attach scanned copy of necessary documents not exceeding
the size as per the format given in the admission notification published on
the school website.

At the time of admission in Std.l, the age limit prescribed by the management
from time to time shall be rigidly adhered to. No relaxation in age will be
given.

On being granted admission, the parent / guardian will have to produce the
necessary documents in original for verification.

A child coming from a recognized school will be admitted only when a
School Leaving Certificate from the school he/she has last attended is
produced.The School Leaving Certificate or Transfer Certificate should
bear the recognition number of that school, Saral Id No. of the student
and UDISE No. (Primary / Secondary, as may be applicable).

All withdrawals from the school can be made only on the written request for
the same giving one calendar month's notice or paying fees equivalent to
one month in lieu of the notice period by the parent / guardian of the child
to the Principal. Application for a leaving certificate, should be made by the
parent / guardian on the prescribed form provided in the school calendar.
Signatures of both the parents, is mandatory on the application form.

In case of request for a duplicate of the school leaving certificate, the parent
/ guardian, will have to produce an affidavit stating therein what has
happened to the original certificate and why a duplicate School Leaving
Certificate is needed.

In case of adopted children, a certified copy of adoption document is to be
submitted at the time of admission.

In all matters regarding admission, Principal's decision shall be final and
binding on parents.
